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S.M.J.N. P.G. College, Haridwar conducted the Student Satisfaction Survey to know about the 

students' perception about Teaching – Learning and Evaluation, which will help to upgrade the 

quality of process followed in our institution.

Along with these questions, the column for 

suggestion was also mentioned in the SSS form.

The Questionnaire is based on Yes/No Pattern, so that we can get an idea to make improvement 

in the concerned point.

The analysis of the feedback obtained shows that all the respondent were almost fully satisfied with the 

admission procedure. More than 95 percent students were reported satisfaction with the information given in 

the college prospectus.
